Rules for Mixed Club Championships 

EVENTS 

 Mixed Singles  

Open to all full members.   Format and number of games is dependent upon the number of entries. 

Mixed Pairs 

Each pair must have 1 male and 1 female player.  Format and number of games is dependent upon 
the number of entries. 

Mixed Triples 

Each team must have at least 1 male and 1 female player.  Format and number of games is 
dependent upon the number of entries. 

Novice Singles Championship 

4 bowl singles with all games to 21.  Open to all players in their first 2 years of membership who 
have not previously won a trophy event. 

Over 70s Championship 

4 bowl singles with all games to 21.  Open to all players who have attained the age of 70 years by 
the first round of the event. 

 

 



President’s Trophy 

4 bowls set play of 9 ends and a tie breaker of 3 ends. The format and rules to be in line with the 
Australian Open Singles Championships. Entry is restricted to members who have played 4 or more 
matches in either the top 2 Saturday Pennant Sides or the top Tuesday Pennant Side (or their 

equivalent with some other club) during the previous completed season. For the event to proceed 
there must be a minimum of 8 entries.   

Vice-President’s Trophy 

2 bowls set play of 9 ends and a tie breaker of 3 ends. The format and rules to be in line with the 
Australian Open Singles Championships. Entry is restricted to those members who did not play 4 or 
more matches in either of the top 2 Saturday Pennant Sides or the top Tuesday Pennant Side (or 
their equivalent with some other club) during the previous completed season. For the event to 
proceed, there must be a minimum of 8 entries.   

Minor Singles 

4 bowl singles with all matches 21-up.  Entry is restricted to those members who did not play 4 or 
more matches in either of the top 2 Saturday Pennant Sides or the top Tuesday Pennant Side (or 
their equivalent with some other club) during the previous completed season. For the event to 
proceed, there must be a minimum of 8 entries.
